Working together as a husband and wife team of theater professionals, Mukherjee and Natarajan founded Pangea World Theater in Minneapolis in 1995 with the vision of bringing together people of different ethnicities and backgrounds from all over the world and encouraging engagement and dialogue through the arts. 

They have succeeded in redefining theater creation by exploring literature that crosses boundaries and traditions, engaging in an intercultural and interdisciplinary process that delves into some of the most urgent themes of our time such as immigration, political repression, race relations, freedom, human rights and cross-cultural expression. 

Their work has been honored nationally and internationally and has resulted in numerous collaborations with international artists and theater directors as well as many other internationally focused humanitarian and artistic organizations. Both Mukherjee and Natarajan have also contributed volunteer time to Amnesty International, the Center for Victims of Torture, Minnesota Advocates for Human Rights and other organizations.
