Tom Warth -- Feeding The Minds Of African Schoolchildren 

On a visit to Africa in 1988, Tom Warth saw first-hand how the lack of books in the continent's poorest populations were literally starving them for knowledge. A book publisher by vocation, Warth was particularly disturbed to find children attending schools where there were no books. 

Upon his return to Minnesota, Warth founded Books for Africa (BFA) with the goal of collecting and shipping as many books as possible to be distributed free of charge to African schools and libraries. Today BFA ships more than one million books a year and is the largest single distributor of books to Africa in the western world. 

His efforts have built and supplied libraries in schools and towns where previously, no printed material existed. And he has contributed personally more than $1 million to BFA. He also helps raise funds for and promote the cause of CARE and other international philanthropic organizations. 

In one three-year span, he raised $25,000 for both BFA and CARE on a fundraising walk across the 1,000 mile Ice Age Trail in Wisconsin; in 2001 he walked across Minnesota to raise more money for BFA.
